COPPER RANCH ASSOCIATION RULES & REGULATIONS

2009/2010

For All Residents (Home Owners & Tenants) of Copper Ranch.  

1. PARKING – Per section 13.9 of the covenants please be aware of the following:
A.  All parking areas are for residents & their guests & shall be used for parking operable vehicles.  No boat, trailer, recreation vehicle, camper, truck, or commercial vehicle will be parked or left with Copper Ranch EXCEPT within an enclosed garage.  No resident may use any parking space for storage or parking in a manner that obstructs or interferes with any other Owner’s parking. 

B.  The Association is authorized (but not obligated) to remove any vehicle parked in any area not designated for parking or any vehicle parked in any space assigned to another person or in an obstructing or hazardous manner.  Expenses occurred by the Association with such removal (& storage, if necessary) shall be a personal obligation of the Owner.

C.
Parking areas & streets within Copper Ranch are not playgrounds or party facilities and any such use is forbidden by these Rules.  Additionally, use of parking areas and streets by skateboarders is expressly forbidden.  

D.   In order to accommodate snow removal, owners of vehicles shall be required to move cars out of designated parking areas after a snowfall that necessitates snow removal.  

2.  TRASH  -  Trash & recycles are picked up each Thursday.  Please don’t put your containers out earlier than Wednesday afternoon/evening and then, please put them away no later than Friday.
3.  USE OF UNITS  - Per Article 13, Section 13.1, “ all Units shall be used as single family dwelling & lodging purposes only.  Only home occupations that do not cause unreasonable disturbance to

      others and do not generate any traffic (people or vehicles) of any kind are permitted.  

4. PETS 

 A. Owner-occupants and owner approved Tenants are permitted to keep pets in units.  ALL pets must be approved by the unit owner or the owner’s agent and listed on the rental agreement.  The HOA is to be given a copy of the rental agreement for the purposes of enforcing the Rules & Regulations.  Pets must be under the direct and full control of the owner at all times.  Owner of the unit is responsible for any damage or expense of clean up caused by pets belonging to those using the unit.  Owners are responsible for instructing tenants of authorized pets that they must “scoop the poop.”  Violations go against the owner of the unit.  

B.  Pets causing noise or any violation of the CC&Rs may be removed or caused to be removed by the manager or the Board of Directors.

5. DECKS, PATIOS & DOORSTEPS
A.
Barbecues, firewood and reasonable amounts of outdoor furniture, flowers, are permitted to be kept on those decks which are private to the condominium (“limited common area”).  They are not permitted elsewhere.

B.
Items such as bikes, play items, storages boxes, coolers, laundry, equipment or trash of any kind shall not be kept on the doorstep, the walkways or limited common areas.
6. INTERIOR WINDOW COVERINGS - It is recommend that window coverings be of a natural or neutral color on the side, which faces the exterior.  A neutral blind or shade should be installed on garage windows so that items in storage in the garage are not visible from the street.  
7. EXTERIOR MODIFICATIONS  -  Per Article 13, Section 13.4 of the CC&R’s, no owner may modify or decorate the exterior of the buildings or screens, doors, windows, decks, walls, entries or other portions of any unit visible from outside the unit without the prior written consent of the Board. No owner may modify or decorate common or limited common areas without the prior written consent of the Board

8.  SIGNS  - No Signs, billboards, poster board, or advertising of any kind will be displayed except signs approved by the Board.  

9. OFFENSIVE ACTIVITY 
A.   No noxious or offensive activity shall be carried on in any unit or common area, nor shall anything be done therein that may be or become an annoyance or nuisance to other owners.  This includes, without limitation, excessive noise, and/or excessively bright lighting. 

B.   Please be courteous of your immediate neighbors and refrain from running any noisy appliances or a vacuum cleaner after 10:00PM.  

10.  ASSESSMENTS   - Per article 10.5 of the CC&R’s, assessments for common expenses shall be paid quarterly.  Any installment not paid within thirty (30) days after it shall become due and payable, may be assessed a late charge.   Notice of the amount & demand for payment will be sent to unit owner.  The Association may impose a lien upon the specific Unit, which will be recorded.  If the unit is rented, the Association shall also have the right to collect rents, profits & income to the payment of delinquent assessments.   Owner will also be responsible for ALL costs incurred by the Association.  

 11.  INSURANCE  -  The HOA level of property insurance coverage includes replacement to the “bare walls.”  This means that homeowners are responsible for obtaining their own insurance to cover items that might include paint, carpet, tile, appliances, light & plumbing fixtures and so forth.
